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Introduction

India perhaps has more manuscript collections than any
other country in the world.These manuscripts are in various
languages and format; and they are written in differentscripts,
such as, Devanagari, Sharada, Grantha, Kannada, Telugu, etc. on
a variety of materials : birch-bark, palm leaf, mper, leather*
copper-plate, textile, stone, clay-tablet, wooden board, and what
not. They deal with the socio-cultural history, language and
literature, science and technology, art and crafts of India.

In
the face of these challenges, concerted and cooperative efforts are
required by the Government both Central and the States, in
collaboration with Universities, Research Institutes, Libraries,
Non Governmental Organizations (NGOs) and individuals so that
this invaluable heritage s documented, preserved and made
accessible.(Gopalkrishnan),

Protection of this invaluable and unique pool of knowledge
is need o the hour. Bibliographic control of these manuscripts
through cataloguing, Preservation, Conservation and Digitization
are the issues of concern. The National Mission for Manuseripts
(NMM) is the first consolidated national effort for reclaiming
India’s inheritance of knowledge contained in the vast treasure of
manuscripts. It aims to locate, document, preserve, digitize and
make the Indian manuscripts globally accessible and to connect
India's past with its future, ils memory with its

In 2001 INTACH has launched project for theconservation

of manuscripts. The aim of the survey isalso to enhance
awareness amongst owners aboutthe deteriorating condition of
manuscripts and theneed for preventive conservation. Under this
project,a surveyor of temples and granthagars is beingundertaken
along with the preparation of aconservation status report for each
manuscript in theircollection.(Biswas & Prajapati, 1998)
According to the survey made by Subhas C. Biswas and
M..Prajapati on behalf of INTACH (Grant received for Survey)
and their findings are published in the book in 1998and on the
basis of scrutiny of about 1100 printedcatalogues and hand lists
belonging to 70 libraries,institutions and individuals, the

Survey,identification and documentationgg
the manuscripts in India havebeen done many times ip
thepast.Based on the partial Survey ofmanuscriptsdone recently,
we have 6 million manuscripts in India (Jha, 2014).

Availability and Cataloguing of Indian Manuscripts
outside India : There are some 3.5million manuscripts in
various collections in India. In addition,about 60,000 Indian
manuscripts are preserved in 20 different countries of Europe and
NorthAmerica. Several other countries in Asia also have nearly
150,000 manuscripts in Indianscripts and languages. Among such
countries are Nepal, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka,China
(including Tibet), Japan, Myanmar (Burma). Of these
manuscripts 67% are in Sanskrit;26% are in modem Indian
languages and the rest in Arabic, Persian, Tibetan and
otherlanguages.(Biswas & Prajapati, 1998)

National Mission For Manuscripts (NAMAMI)

The National Mission for Manuscripts (NAMAMI) is an
autonomous organization under Ministry ofCulture, Government
of India, established to survey, locate and conserve Indian
manuscripts, with anaim to create national resource base for
manuscripts for enhancing their access, awareness and use
foreducational purposes. The Mission was initiated in February
2003, by the Ministry of Tourism andCulture, Government of
India and Indira Gandhi National Centre for the Arts (IGNCA) ig
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the possession of the NMM. The detailed status of digitiz

The Mission has completed digitizing Manuscripts unde,
the second phase of the digitization project. Under this project
around 60000 Manuscripts were targeted for digitization. The
digitization has been done in several repositories and all the
manuscripts available in their collection were digitized. Followin
Table shows the institutions under different zones (North, South,
East, West and Central) where manuscript digitization work hag
been completed. It is observed that, NMM has taken up
digitization work under each zone. Total numbers of institutiong
covered are eleven whereas number of manuscripts digitized are
55,255 and 67, 87,776 pages. Around 11 institutions are covered
all total under the five different zones in which the total numberg
of manuscripts digitized are depicted along with its percentage,
The details of the digitization going on under the Second Phage
are provided in Table-6.

The selectiop of
Digitization agencies, signing MoUs with them as well ag the
repositories, allotment of digitization work to agencies wil]
completed by April 2013. The digitization will be started in the
repositories/Institutions. In this phase NMM targeted to digitizg
one corer pages in different repositories. In addition to this, soyq
electronic data available with Indira Gandhi National Centre f,
the Arts (IGNCA) and National Informatics Centre (NIC) wqq
also transferred to the Mission's database. We are also in thg
process of networking with foreign institutions with collectiong op
Indian manuseripts and hope to start cataloguing these soon.

Conclusion

The National Mission for Manuscripts (NMM) is the firgt
consolidated national effort devoted towards the preservation of
manuscripts. The NMM has taken up the digitization work ang
total numbers of nstitutions covered are eleven where as the
number of manuscript digitized are 55, 255.MRCs and MCC playg
a major role of collection, digitization and preservation of
mss.There are total 13, 80,205 Manuscripts available ip
Manuscript Resource Centres under NMM. Manuscript resource
centres are distributed over 5 different zones of India such ag
North, South, East, West and Central zone.ndira Ganghj
National Centre for the Arts (IGNCA) is the nodal agency for the
digitization.Due to the lack of properly trained staff the
manuscripts available in different libraries are not e
organized.From India 24 Universities involved in Digitization
Project out of that 6 Universities are from Maharashtyq
State NMM has taken initiation in third phage of
digitization,process of networking with foreign institutiong with
collections of Indian manuscripts and hope to start cataloguing
these soon.
